How do you communicate DAP to parents?
We start out first and foremost before the child even starts in the room with a face to face conference with both parents if possible and we give them a list of the principles of developmentally appropriate practice, it basically goes over why we do what we do and how we do it and if they have any questions after that we can talk to them if it’s going to be a short response or we can set up another conference if need be. We also have children’s portfolios and documentation boards that give parents the opportunity to see and read about experiences that may not be observed during drop off or pick up times. We try to use technology as far as the ACCESS Curriculum website and Facebook to put photos and videos and descriptions of experiences that are developmentally appropriate.
